71% of families agreed that as a result of receiving services in Monterey County’s
System of Care, their child was better at handling daily life.

In FY 2006, almost 9 out of 10 children and youth (87.6%) in the enrolled-based
system of care had no new law enforcement charges.

92% of families and 81% of youth agreed with the statement: “I am satisfied with
the services my child/I received.”
